Sports Wear

ETC does not insist on any particular style of clothing to be worn but the club does encourage its members to use
recognised sports wear. However, Tennis sport shoes MUST be worn when using the courts — no coloured soles —
these mark the courts.

In addition:

e The courts are only to be used for playing tennis, e.g. no roller blades or bikes,

e Remember the close proximity of residents and avoid excessive noise,

e Do your utmost to avoid taking mud onto the courts via your shoes,

e A member bringing along a visitor, (each visitor is restricted to a maximum of three visits before
becoming a full member), is responsible for collecting the fees, (£4 per adult & £1 per junior), and
passing them onto the Treasurer,

The combination lock numbers are not to be divulged to non members,

Juniors, under 18, are not allowed into the club house without an adult in attendance,

No children should be left to play on the courts unattended,

When leaving the courts please collect all the balls and other property and remember to close and lock all
doors and turn the lights off.

British Tennis Membership
