COURT ETIQUETTE & PLAY RULES 
 
One of our members was asking about the rules 
associated with foot faulting. A foot fault should 
be called if any of the following happen 
BEFORE the ball is struck: 
 

 The feet touch the ground inside the 
baseline, 

 The feet touch the wrong side of the 
centre mark, or 

 The feet touch the wrong side of an 
imaginary extension of the sideline. 
 
A foot fault is the same as a fault on serve. Do 
you foot fault? Get someone to check it out. If in 
doubt stand a good way behind the base line.
