EMMA’S TOP TIPS – DOUBLES PLAY 
If your opponents are both at the net, spaced 
apart, try returning the ball low down the middle. 
Don’t over hit it; better to keep it down with less 
pace. If they are close together down the line 
might be better. Alternatively lob over one of the 
opponents backhands. The backhand smash is 
one of the most difficult shots. Take your time, 
never panic! Watch the ball rather than your 
opponents. Decide early on the shot you’re 
going to take & commit to it. Every time you play 
try out some different shots. Practice now in the 
winter & you should reap the benefits next 
season.
